ü2009: New York 20th Cong. District Special Election.

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üThe Director, Federal Voting Assistance Program 
(FVAP), administers the Uniformed and Overseas 
Citizens Absentee Voting Act (UOCAVA) on behalf of the 
Secretary of Defense.

üUOCAVA requires each Federal department and agency 
with personnel covered by the Act to have a voting 
assistance program.

üThe FVAP biennial Voting Action Plan and Department of 
Defense Directive 1000.4 establish policy and guidelines 
to assist you in carrying out an effective voting 
assistance program.

üYour job as a VAO is to help to ensure that citizens 
understand their voting rights and how to register and 
vote absentee under UOCAVA.
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ü UOCAVA requires States and territories to allow citizens 

covered under the Act to register and vote absentee for 

Federal offices.

ü States and territories have their own laws that allow UOCAVA

citizens to vote in State and local elections.  

ü U.S. citizens allowed to vote under UOCAVA include: 
üMembers of the U.S. Uniformed Services (on active duty) and 

Merchant Marine;

üTheir family members.

üU.S. citizens residing outside the U.S.

ü UOCAVA covers more than six million potential voters 

worldwide.
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The goals of the FVAP and VAOs worldwide are:
üInforming and educating U.S. citizens worldwide of their 

right to vote;

üFostering voting participation;  

üProtecting the integrity of, and enhancing, the electoral 
process at the Federal, State, and local levels, and;

üPromoting effectiveness and efficiency in the administration 
of the Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee Voting 
Act (UOCAVA).
